IN SUZANN1E ORIGINALS LINE 

What originally began as a child's request has blossomed into a busi­
ness for Mrs. !Wbert Ferry of Costa Mesa. The creative Mesa Verde house­
wife, originator of the Suzanne Originals Dolls shown on this page, made 
the first doll a year ago for her daughter Suzanne. ''It was a 
miniature, '7orcelainized' ver sion of Suzanne," she said. "Others besides 
Suzanne liked the doll and asked me to make more. I was kept busy repro­
ducing the first one. Then, as the demand increased, I had to ask my husband 
and Sally Stevenson, a family friend, to lend a band." 

The production line began on the breakfast room bar in the Ferry's 
home where it remains today, but the line of dolls bas increased from one to 
14. Each doll is distinctive. Molly, Jn flowered dress with ruffled pinafore, has 
a perky, stand-up bow in her hair. In her hands she carries a tiny bird's nest, 
complete with bird and two eggs. Jenny wears a yellow dress topped with a 
matching cap and in her apron are two bright red apples, one with a small 
green worm inching across the shiny surf ace. Blonde Emily carries a yellow 
balloon Shannon has a bird's nest in her hat and Mark. all decked out in 
bright blue overalls, licks a round, red and white striped lollipop. 

All are about six inc.hes tall, styrofoam on the inside, papier mache 
and fabric on the outside, delightful to see an·d painstaking to construct. The 
process begins with a cone of styr<>foam for the body and floral wire bent 
into arms and legs. This is 16-year-old Sally's responsibility. Then the figure 
is built up with layers of papier macbe and allowed to dry for several hours. 
The ha.nd-sewn clothing, made of real lace, silks and muslin, is dipped ln1a 
hardening solution, draped on the figure and allowed to dry {or 24 hours. An 
acrylic emulsion is brushed on the figure to seal and waterproof. Next, the 
figure is hand painted, dried and then many coats of lacquer are applied to 
give the dolls their porcelain lgok. A final antique coat completes the work. 
The finished product has the hardness and appearance of china but does not 
crack or chip as easily. 

The whole process for each doll takes days and, of necessity, as the 
orders increase, the production line changes. Sally is now beginning to 111ake 
the clothes and dress the dolls, and Bob Ferry, who makes the hat forms, has 
taken on aff6ther role, that of morale booster. "His pastrami sandwiches are 
the best part of the whole deal," say Mrs. Ferry and Sally. "They keep us 
going."
