One such dispute led to the resigna-
tion of Milt Pappas as the Cincinnati
team’s player spokesman and Pappas
said his "days with the club are
numbered." Another led to the possi-
ble fining of Rusty Staub and Bob
Aspromonte of Houston and Maury
Wills of Pittsburgh for failing to ap-
pear for Sunday’s game.

“A number of things have come up
besides the Sen. Kennedy situation. A
change would be better for all con-
cerned,” Pappas said.

His resignation followed an argu-
ment with Manager Dave Bristol over

whether the Saturday game against
St. Louis should be played because of
the funeral delay.

The game started 45 minutes 1ate
after being rescheduled to a night
game.

New York Mets players voted not to
play against San Francisco Saturday,
and the game was postponed when the
club backed them up.

Judy Comes Back
Again and Again

Last of Three Articles on
Judy Garland

HOLLYWOOD (UPI) —
Judy Garland was never box
office poison.

The problem was to get
her on film without touching
off World War III at one of
the studios.

She remains to this day a
top attraction whenever she
makes a public appearance
or sings at a concert.

Her voice isn't what it
once was, but to the Garland
fans it doesn't seem to mat-
ter,

In the past decade Judy
has made only four movies.
She received an Academy
Award nomination for two
of them — *'A Star is Born”
and “Judgment at Nurem-
burg.” The others, A Child
is Waiting” and “I Could Go
On Singing,” bombed.

Between pictures Judy
vacillated between concert
triumphs, wrefched health,
and stirring up the populace
with a series of romances
and disappearances from
the public eye.

Gradually she dropped
from sight. It was assumed
Judy was through, her voice
gone, her friends estranged,
her husbands void.

CARNEGIE TRIUMPH

Then came a series of
triumphs. She gave a
Carnegie Hall concert-that
had fans standing on the
seats screaming her name.
The crowd included middle-
aged Garland fanatics as
well as the young.

Then she topped herself
with a television special that
had the critics reaching for
superlatives. Judy Garland
still could turn on the au-
dience faster than LSD,

Thereafter CBS-TV gave
her a weekly musical-varie-
ty show. It was good, bad
and indifferent. Judy was on
top again and her word was
law, sending more than one
network functionary to the
gallows. When the show slid
off the air, Judy plunged out
of sight with it.

When she was heard from
again the locale was
Melbourne, Australia, where
she was hooted off the stage
for being late and-or in bad
voice or simply indifferent.

“It was all the fault of the
Australian press,” Judy told
me.

“They were 80 anxious to
get exclusive stories about
me they bugged my room
and bored small holes in the
walls to peer through to see
what 1 was doing. But I got

even.

“I'd sneak up to those
holes and push cotton swabs
through the holes. I could
hear the rs scream
with pain on the other side
of the wall. Boy, are they
rough in Australia.”

ALMOST DIED
Judy made still more
news enroute home from
down under. She stopped in
Honk Kong and almost died
of an undetermined illness.
Mark Herron, her fourth
and most recent husband,
was at her side.
ersonna non grata in
Hollywood for movies or
television, and not exactly
the darling of New York,
Judy decided to recuperate
from her problems at a Lon-
don nursing home. From the
stories out of England, one
expected she would never
leave alive,
But after a few days con-
finement she attended the
London Palladium, scene of

an earlier ftriumph, for
England's ‘“Night of 100
Stars.” The Beatles, and

every top British star, were
on “hand for the -charity
show,

It turmed out to be the
“Night of One Star."”

Judy was introduced from
the audience and the proper
English blew their cool en-
tirely. Thev screamed and
cried for Judy to get on
Brage. o

This she did. '

She sang “Over the Rain-
bow' and a couple of other
patented Judy Garland
songs and the stolid old
Palladium rocked with
cheers and shouts of love for
the girl with the rainbow in
her throat.

When she’'s of a mind,
Judy can transform an au-
dience into a cult with the
deftness of a Maharishi
Yogi.

IMPULSIVE CREATURE

Judy is a creature of im-
pulse. When conditions are
right there is no one to com-
pare with her magnetism.
But, like a butterfly, she
can't be kept captive and re-
tain the qualities that hyp-
notize her fans.

What Judy will do next
perhaps even she couldn’t
tell you. One prediction,
though: as sure as the sun
will rise tomorrow Judy
Garland will be thrilling au-
diences somewhere —
perhaps again at the London
Palladium; possibly in New
York’s Carnegie Hall, or at
the Hollywood Bowl.

It won't be easy. It never
has been for Judy.

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Draft Card Burners

No person or institution believes more devotedly
in the eﬁcacy and necessity of free speech and press
in making democratic processes work tham does the
Fourth Estate. .

The public press (raditionally Is quick to defend
these constitutionally-guaranteed rights, for their
abridgement means depriving the electorate of knowl-
edge it must have to act judiciously at the ballot box.
Suppression of free speech and press is always the
first move of tyrants and dictators.

Nevertheless, there are limits. Neither free speech
nor free press encompasses or condones lawless acts
in their name. _

One David P, O'Brien, a 20-year-old Boston Uni-
versity sophomore, burned his draft card on the steps
of a Boston courthouse during an antiwar demonstra-
tion in 1966. His was only one of a number of such
acts of contempt for the nation’s Selective Service
laws, but his case went all the way to the United States
Supreme Court. : o

O’Brien’s lawyers argued that his acl was “‘'sym-
bolic speech™ expressing his opinion of the draft laws.

The high court, by a 7 to 1 vote, said it cannot ac-
cept the argument that ‘‘an apparently limitless vari-
ety of conduct can be labeled ‘§peech' whenever the
person engaging in the conduct intends thereby to ex-
press an idea."” , ¥

The majority opinion also declared: A law pro-
hibiting the destruction of a Selective Service certifi-
cate no more abridges free speech than . . . a tax
law prohibiting the destruction of books anc‘i records.

e decision also held that Congress’ power (o
raise and support armies carried with it the power to
establish a draft system and to require individuals to

rate.

Settlement of this issue was long overdue. .

Now it can be hoped that the case of Dr. Benja-
min Spock and four other defendants will, in good time,
finally settle the question of conspiracies by antiwar
protesters to encourage and aid young men lo evade
the draft, and to interfere with the induction process.

Underlying both the draft card burning and draft
evasion cases is, of course, the fundamental issue of
whether a nation of laws shall permit its citizens to
obey those laws they approve and disobey those they
do not.

Obviously, this is a form of anarchy intolerable in
an orderly society,

Problem for the Pundits

National political pundits who are trying to analyze
Orange County politics since last Tuesday's primary
must be having ulaers by now. The contradictions
would confuse anyone.

Sen. Eugene McCarthy carried Orange County de-
spite the late Robert Kennedy's organization and mon-
ey. On the Republican side, Dr. Max Rafferty drew
half his statewide winm‘ng margin out of Orange Coun-
ty, Sen. Thomas Kuchel's home area.

McCarthy’s pull is attributed to the large number
of middle-class Democrats in the county who weren't
attracted by Kennedy's appeal to racial groups.

Most unexpected was an effort by some conserva-
tive Republicans to oust GOP state vice chairman Den-
nis Carpenter and Assemblyman Robert Badham's ad-
ministrative assistant, John A. Hopwood, from the
county central committee. Carpenter is especially
close to Gov. Ronald Reagan.

Hopwood and Carpenter withstood the challenge.
They more than doubled the vote of their challengers.
The real surprise was that the relatively unknown Hop-
wood drew more votes than the widely known
Carpenter,

Putting this alongside the fact that Reagan's con-
vention slate drew a quarter of a million fewer votes
than Rafferty and Kuchel combined, could this mean
growing GOP disenchantment in Orange County with
Reagan’s somewhat less conservative stance? Let the
pundits figure that one out.

Sirhan Sirhan‘and Valerie Solanas

In this California cell meet Sirhan
Bishara Sirhan,

In this New York cell meet Valerie
Solanas.

They are psychiatric relatives.

Sirhan, aged 24, born in 1944 in the
Jordanian section of old Jerusalem,
shot Sen. Robert Kennedy. He did so
from a table top outside a kitchen in a
corridor of a Los Angeles hotel where
the Senator had made a victory talk to
his cheering supporters.

Sirhan, quite cool, lucid, fired eight
“longs” from a .22 pistol. Two shots
struck the Senator, one entering his
brain. Four other persons were
wounded, two seriously. The .22 long.
for all its mini-size, is a formidable
and lethal projectile.

MISS SOLANAS, two days before
Sirhan's coolly planned and executed
act, walked into the New York office
of Andy Warhol, pop artist and idol of
the avant-garde. She calmly fired two
bullets into the artist and wounded a
friend who was with him. She
departed by the service elevator and
went to a policeman at Times Square
and informed him that police were
looking for her. She had, she ex-
plained, just shot a man.

Sirhan, of Jordanian-Arab ancestry,
may have brooded over the 1967 defeat

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of his country by Israel. His govern-
ment, like that of Egypt, has carried
on a propaganda of hate against
American political leaders since 1948.

Valerie Solanas is a man-hater. She
has played lesbian roles in Warhol's
“underground” movies — the kind
that cost about $40,000 and appear at
art theaters at prices of $1.50 to $2.50.
Miss Solanas heads up an organiza-
tion, suggestive of leshians or leshian
fellow travelers, titled “The Society
for Cutting Up Men™ (SCUM).

THESE PSYCHIATRIC relatives.
like their prototypes in such violent
deeds, do not have the safety valves
that enable other persons to give way
to angers and frustrations in temper
outbursts or in some act of folly, such
as going out and getting drunk ‘“‘to
forget it all." Y

These acids of frustration and anger
build and burnwin their minds until
they turn coldly and lucidly to some
act of violence. They are not, in the
popular  sense, disorderly law
violators, They violate a law by car-
rying a gun, but Americans have
always been gun nuts who think we

still live on the frontier and that a man
isn't manly unless he has guns. Sirhan
and Miss Solanas had not committed a
serious law violation until they pulled
the trigger,

It is a deceptive evasion of reality to
speak of “law and order” in com-
nection with these persons who are the
psychotic, psychiatric cases that defy
“‘security.” Such persons may not be
easily detected.

SIRHAN RESEMBLED perhaps a
dozen of the young men in the Los
Angeles crowd that was about Senator
Kennedy following his claim of victory
in the California Democratic primary.
Miss Solanas was an old friend and
associate of the man she shot.
«They, and others like them in the
annals of violence, are not properly a
subject of law and order.

Every city has its quota of
dangerous, psychotic peoples wan-
dering about — their skulls full of a
bubbling stew of resentment, even
though they seem relatively normal.
But there is no valve to let off the
steam.

ONE DAY, AS the psychiatrists say,
they move swiftly from alpha to
omega — from being calm persons to
being calm persons killing someone.

We read about them every day:
“Neighbors thought him a model h
band until one day he went berser
and killed his wife and children” ..
‘‘He was regarded as a fine, church
going young man until the day he kill-
ed his parents with an axe.” These
stories are commonplace.

They become uncommon when their
victim is a celebrity,

The nation needs, among other
things. an overhaul of gun laws and
mental c are¢ facilities that include
more and more free counseling clinics.

Aftermath of the Assassination

WASHINGTON — The nation looked
again into the ugliest recesses of its
soul for reasons why another Kennedy
should be assassinated and it found
there the festering hatreds, the wild
hyperbole, the screaming hysteria and
the sinister violence of American life
at some levels.

Washington reacted in stereotypes.
Gun control, crime control, Secret
Service protection for presidential
candidates — all desirable, all con-
ditioned reflexes, all only remotely
remedial to the American sickness.

Silence settled upon the presidential
candidates not only out of sympathy
for Senator Kennedy but out of shock,
not the least part of which was owing
to their inability to say how divisions
are to be conciliated and order, san-
ity and safety are to be restored to
American life.

Theodore Roosevelt,
as the Progressive Party nominee,
was shot in Milwaukee in 1912 and
with a bullet lodged in a rib delivered
his scheduled speech, Campaigning
was suspended until he recovered and
he lost the election. That even did not
have the shocking impact of the Ken-
nedy assassination with its tragic
precedent, nor was it linked with a
public mood of fear and anxiety over
public order and safety with all its
ramifications.
