plastic softeners, used in
vinyl upholstery, collects on
the interior glass.

To eliminate these
hazards, wash the inside of

the glass area with a win-
dow-cleaning solvent at
regular intervals,

Another barrier to good
visibility is worn wiper

blades. Streaking on the
windshield is a sign that the
blades need replacement,
Also have the tension on the
wiper arms checked, Too lit-

tle tension makeés wipers in-
effective and the arms may
peed replacement.

Naturally, a constantly
high level of windshield
washer fluid is a must. Re-
mind your attendant to
oheck this when he checks
your oil.

Luckily for safe operation,
it is easy to check the
various lights on your car.
Burnt out bulbs are easy to
spot. However, headlights
may be out of alignment
without the motorist realiz-
ing the fact.

One sign that your
headlights may be out of
line is having "onco
motorists flash their brights
at you. If you know your
lights are not 6n high beam,
then your headlights need
attention.

Absorbers
Shake Up
Your Car

If your car is beginning to
feel like a basketball being
dribbled, then it's time/ to
check the shock absorbers.

Shocks deteriorate so
gradually that you may not
realize they are worn and
need attention. Then a sud-
den jolt or panic stop on a
bumpy street may lead to
your losing control of the
car,

If your sheck absorbers
are about two years old,
chances are they are
reaching the danger point.
You can use these simple
checks to determine
whether they are operating
efficiently: .

On a street that's clear of
other traffic, accelerate to
five miles per hour. Then
come to an abrupt stop. If
the car continues to bob
after the initial nose dive,
then your shocks need
replacement.

Virtually every make and
model car required different
sizes and shapes of com-
ponents, Most jobbers stock
an average of 1,500 muf-
flers, exhaust pipes and tail
pipes.
