position of Newport Beach in relation 
to coastal ocean and air curreDUi. 

The natural flow of ocean waters 
runs southward from the Gulf of 
Alaska near the AleuUans down to the 
Central Pacific. 

As it flow~ south, Jt brings deposits 
of sand with it. 
MARINE CANYONS 

ijQWever. the 1outhward drift or 
material ls interrupted north ci. Los 
Angeles at Port Hueneme. Undersea 
research has shown the existence of a 
large marine canyon stretching from 
far offshore into Port Hueneme 
Harbor itself. 

Sand and other deposits rolling south 
are caught in the underwater canyon, 
disappearing into it Jorever. 

The coastline from JQF'e southward, 
as a result, must ~nd tot.ally on 
replenishment from inland sources . 

Another marine canyon playing at t 
least some role in the erosion cycle J 
lies just off the Newport Pier. It 
begins there and heads southeast Into 
the ocean depths to end about 15 miles 
seaward of Oceanside . 

At one time researchers suspected 
that Newport sand dropped into the 
canyon. The theory was discarded 
after extensive studies, but the ca­
nyon's presence is not entirely dis· 
counted for affecting in some way the 
local erosion problems. 

Tropical storms also have a party in 
the story. Blown in from Australia and 
Baja California territory, the storms 
bring especially large waves onto the 
beach from the southwest. . 

The waves and swells cut into the 
beaclies like a scythe working over a 
wheat!ield. The erosion threat just 
past was spurred by a hurricane from 
Baja . · 

Still another factor ls the inshore 
cUJTeDt - waters running northward 
between the coast and Santa Catatina 
and San Clemente islands, 

The overall coastal currerrt. is from 
north to 1outli . But it i1 deflected 
seaward of Catalina as it butts into Pt. 
Fermin jutting out just above Wilm· 
ington Harbor. 

The combination of southwesterly 
storm waves, nnrthward moving in· 
shore Cll!Tents, blocked-off sand at 
Port Huenee and diminishing 
alluvial material from inland areas 
are all a part of the complex and only 
partially understood erosion cycle of 
West Newport.

Why are most volcanoe1 
near coa1tllne1? 

Geographers made this 
clever observation long ago 
when they began viewing 
the world map as whole. 
Later, earth scientists were 
able to relate this placement 
lo the basic processes of 
globail. mountain.building. 

Way back 8I'OUtld 200 B.C. 
Eratosthenes guessed that 
nur planet was round and 
figured a way to mea·:rure 
its circumference. He did so 
without traveling far from 
home. and his figure WM 
accurate within a mere 50 
miles . Metals and minerals 
were classified in the Middle 
Ages, and 18th Century 
~eologist.s leanred how t.o in­
terpret the rocky record of 
the earth's restless past.

Most experb suspect that 
the internal forces rise and 
fall somewhat like ihe up 
and down convection cur­

Tents in a boiling pot. In cer­
tain zones they well through 
the mantle and disrupt the 
crust. warping and cracking 
it in weak faults thousands 
of mile:s tong. Here moun· 
tains are made with shud­
dering earthquakes a n d 
seething outpourings o f 
volcanic lavas . The major 
zone of crustal weakness 
follows the islands and 
coastlines a r o u n d the 
Pacific . This is the Ring of 
Fire where most volcana. 
are active. Another weak 
zone underlying the Mediter­
ranean reaches ea11tward 
through the lofty young 
mountainli of Asia and joins 
the Pacific zone.

Milli()ns of college students are 
returning to campuses throughout the 
counitry to begin the fall semester. 
They represent botb the hape and tfle 
shape of the future. From the stal'ld· 
point of educational opportunities and 
intelligence, they are far better equip­
ped than any preceding gefleration to 
participate constructively in develop­
ing solutioos to the many complex pro­
blems con!rootlng our nation. 

It can be expected that most of 
these young people will fulfill the pro­
mise they represent to us. In so doing, 
they will join· hands with the million&, 
or Americans of good will who actively ' 
seek meaningful solutions to our social 
life. 

U our joint progress in this regard is 
impeded and deterred, mucb of the 
trouble will come from .a growing 
band of self-styled revolutionaries who 
are using college campuses as a base 
for their destructive activities. 

THIS COMPARA11VELY rm a 11 
group of arrogant, hard-core militants 
have contempt for the majority and 
our democratic processes. Tb e y 
regard themselves as the nucleus of 
an elite dictatoriaJ ruling class of the 
future. 

These extremists openly avow that 
their aim is to overthrow the existing 
order. Under the guise of academic 
freedQ111 and freedom of speech. they 
profess to seek a dialog, when ac­
tually what they seek is- a confroql.a· 
tion with established authority to pro·

Through these confrontations, they 

expect to smash first our educational 
structure. then our economic system, 
and finally our government itself. 

IT IS VITALLY important to 
recognize that these militant ex­
tremists are not sllnply faddists or 
"college kids" at play. Their cries for 
revohltion and their advocacy of guer­
rilla warfare evolve out of a 
pathological hatred for our way of life 
and a deterntination to destroy it. The 
workshops they hold on sabotage and 
how to use it to further their ob· 

jectives are grim foreb<Qngs of 
serious intent. 

This New Left movement, as it is 
known is growing both in numbers 
and vaned forms of violence. Last 
spring, major disorders precipitated 
by the revolutionary adherents of the 
movement occurred on a nwnber of 
college campuses. 

In the violent uprising at Columbia 
University, militant students and 
outsiders too11t over several buildings 
and committed senseless a n d 
deUberate destrucUon.

'fhe main thrust of the New Left 
movement arises from the concerted 
efforts of the Students for a 
Democratic Society.

tion to "restructW'e" our society.
