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Getting Support From the
People You Work With

In his American Management
Associations book ""How To
Get Along With (Almost)
Everybody," Elton Reeves
points out that many people
make the mistake of believing
they can overlook their
fellow workers, come to a
decision, and then expect the
situations “to be set in
concrete."” Reeves suggests
five rules to help you get
along well with people you
work with: 1) Be optimistic.
