WASHINGTON (AP) — At least 25
different organic chemicals have
been found in the drinking water sup
plies of American ciies, the Environ
mental Protection Agency says

And the EPA said most of the

chemicals found in its surveys have
not been examuned Lo see if they cause
cancer in human beings

The majority of the chemicals
wdentified in drinking water have not
been examined for potential

carcinogenicity,' thereport said.
The agency also said it has done an
extensive analysis of the water from
19 cities, ranging from New York Citly
to Terrebonne Parrish, La., finding
129 chemicals.

Of the 18 chemicals most commonly
found in that survey, none has been
adequately tested to determine if it
causes ¢ancer, the report to Congress
said.

~ Next year, the EPA announded, it

plans to do a similarily extensive
analysis of the water from 100 cities Lo
help in the formulation for the national
limits for the presence of such
chemicals.

their possessions, earthly con-
nections and even their
humanity.

In return, they will be lifted in-
to a spaceship to a “level of
higher vibrations” or a "‘higher
evolutionary level.”

The audience, containing a dis-
porportionately large number of
news reporters, was a mix 3

hostile and sympathetic ques-
tioners.

The subject maltter was

“esoteric and the answers vague.

Pressed by several questioners,
the lead speaker would not even
say how long he had been in-
volved in the movement.

The followers of ““The Two™
claim that to be lifted to the next
level, one must give up ever-

ything, including sex,
possessions, beliefs, drugs,
friends, family — in short any at-
tachment to humanity.

Four of the disciples said they
had been involved in the UFO
cult for about three months. All
said they had gone to meetings
such as the one at UCI Sunday,
followed up at subsequent meet-
ings, and joined the movement.

Energy
Bill OKd

By Ford

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Ford announced this after-
noon that he will sign a com
prehensive energy bill designed
to roll back oil prices and set
mandatory standards for
automobile gasoline mileage.

Ford's decision was expected
to mean a difference of anywhere
from8.5to 23.5 cents per gallon in
the price paid by consumers for
gasoline, fuel oil and other
petroleum products — the dif-
ference between the rollback
level and the price level predict-
ed without an energy hill.

Federal Energy Administrator
Frank G. Zarb, who urged Ford
to sign the bill, estimated it
would reduce petroleum prices
some 2.5 to 3 cents a gallon out of
a theoretical 6-cent decrease,-
when coupled with Ford's pro-
mised removal of his §-per-
barrel fee on imported oil.

Zarb estimated that a veto,
ending federal oil price controls,
would let prices rise some 6-to-9
cents a gallon within a year,
although FEA officials admitted
the potential price increase could
be 17 cents if the market would
stand for it.

Ford wrangled with Congress
over an energy bill throughout
1975, with the 1ssue of oil pricing
as their major difference; Ford
wanted price controls removed
gradually, while many in
Congress wanted controls con-
tinued, at least through the 1976
election year.

Ford vetoed two earlier’
versions and received Congress’
third version just as oil price con-
trols expired Dec. 15 after two
temporary extensions.

In its bill, Congress voted to

restore oil price controls, roll
back the average domestic crude
o1l price by about $1.09 per bar-
rel, and then let the oil prices
gradually rise no faster than 10
percent a year.

At that rate, it was estimated,
petroleum prices would return to
their present levels in 1977, and
price controls would be effective
ly phased out by about April,
1979.

Although oil pricing was the
most publicized feature, the bill
also includes a wide range of pro-
visions establishing the closest
thing yet to a national energy
policy.

Although Ford obtained a
voluntary agreement earlier this
year from major auto makers to
improve average gasoline
mileage 40 percent by 1980, the
bill imposes mandatory stan-
dards out to 1986.

Under this provision, average
auto fuel economy would have to
be at least 18 miles per gallon in
the 1978 model year, just about
the same as this year's new
cars; then it would climb to 19
miles per gallon in 1979 and to 20
in 1980, matching the industry's
present voluntary commitment.
