U.S., Russ 
In Accord 
On Nukes 

MOSCOW CAP>·- The United 
States and the Sovit"t Union have 
reached preliminary agreement 
on implementing an accord for 
on-site inspection or peaceful 
nuclear explosions. 

T he basic agreement was 
worked out in principle between 
fotmer Prealdent Nllton ind Sov· 
iet leader Leonid I. Brezhnev 
during Nixon 's visit to Moscow in 
1974. 

However, detalls of implemen· 
tation were left unresolved. 

US. Ambassador Walter J . 
Stoessel Jr. , who headed the 
Amencan delegation to the talks, 
said he and hi s Soviet coun · 
terpart reached agreement 
Thursday at delegation level. 

The talks began in September 
1974. 

The preliminary agreement 
must be discussed by the two 
governments before initialing, 
signing and ratification. 

O{Clcials in Washjngton would 
not disclose details of the agree· 
ment. However , it was learned 
that the two sides reached a com· 
promise on differences o.ver the 
limit placed on nuclear ex­
plosions. 

The United States insisted that 
peaceful explosions be limited to 
150 kiloton s. the same level 
already agreed to for nuclear 
weapons testing. On the other 
hand, the Soviets with their far. 
advanced peaceful nuclear pro­
gram demanded the Hmit for 
non military t esting be much 
higher. 

U.S oHicials Indicated the 
compromise Involves a hm1l on 
each peaceful device or 150 
kilotons but also allows a senes 
of tests with a total much higher . 

An example ~iven Involved the 
u5e or three 60· kllolon~ devices 
exploded in I andem with a total 
level of 180 kilotons

Young O'Brien , son of a promi· 
nent Blythe physician, was able 
to give a description of his as· 
sailants, leading lawmen to 
saturate the sur·rounding area 
With sgu1d and ctetective~rs .

U.S., Russ 
In Accord 
On Nukes 

MOSCOW (AP) - The United 
St:ttes and the Soviet Uruon have 
reached prehminary agreement 
on implementing an accord for 
on-site inspection of peaceful 
nuclear explosions. . 

The basic agrl'ement was 
worked out in pnnc1ple between 
former President Nixon and Sov­
iet leader Leonid J. Brezhnev 
during Nixon's visit lo Moscow in 
1974. 

However, details of implemen­
tation were left unresolved. 

U.S. Ambassador WaJter J . 
Stoessel Jr . • who headed the 
American d elegation to lhe talks , 
said he and his Soviet coun· 
terpart r eached agreement 
Thu.rsday at delegation level. 

The talks began in September 
1974. 

The preliminary agreement 
must be discussed by the two 
governments before irutialing, 
signing and ratification. 

Officials in Washington would 
not disclose details of the agree­
ment. However , it was learned 
that the two sides reached a com· 
promise on differences over the 
11 mil placed on nuclear ex­
plol>lons. 

The United States insisted that 
peaceful explosions be limited lo 
150 kilotons , the same level 
nlready agreed to for nuclear 
weapons testing. On the other 
hand, the Soviets with their far· 
advanced peaceful nuclear pro­
gram demanded the Um1t for 
non ·mihtary testing be much 
htgher. 

U S. officials indicated the 
compromise involves a limit on 
each peaceful device or 150 
kilotons but al!.O allows a series 
of tests with a total much higher . 

An example Jtiven involvt'<i the 
use of three 60-kilolc>O!t devices 
exploded ln tand('m with a total 
level oC 180 kilotons. 

American 11<1urce'! in 
Wa~h ingt on wt'rt• anxiouR to 
point out that thl' agreement re ­
ached in Moscow 1s tcntallvc and 
that there "111 be further and 
perhaps difficult negotiations 
necessary before a ilnaJ treaty 1s 
signed.
