Sawyer said about 6,100 coun
ty employees in five bargaining
units are likely to embark on a
series of sic ouls and work
slowdowns if their dispute with
the county 1s not settled by Aug
14

A week ago, It appeared that
the disenchantment that®has
marked county government's

labor negotiations this year was
at an end

That is when Sawyer said the
members would vote Lo approve
a three-year pact giving them
the 19 percent pay increase
spaced over three years.

Bul that was before the as-
sociation of Orange County
Deputy Sheriffs reached a ten-
tative agreement on salary is-
sues with county negoliators
late Monday night.

And, according to Sawyer, the

deputies got a bigger piece of
the pie than did employees
represented by the county
employee association.

*“The county told us there was
absolutely no way they would
grant more than an 8 percent in-
crease to any employee or
group,' Sawyer said.

‘“*But they deceived us by
granting substantially higher
pay and fringe benefit increases
to the deputies,”” Sawyer said.

He calculated that when the
deputy package 18 properly
figured it means pay and benefit
hikes that range from 15.9 per-
cent to 21.3 percentl.

““Our bargaining negotiators
have concluded we have been
lied to and deceived,” Sawyer
sanl.

““The county has breached
good faith and we no longer have
confidence in the negotiators.”

Board of Supervisors who asked
not to be identified said ;

“*We've gone as far as we can
go. | don't intend to budge one
inch. And it may be that those
who are dissatisfied with the
best we can do will have to go
elsewhere for employement."

It was the hiring of security
guards that may have led to
Dergarabedian's arrest, Am
burgey said.

NSF RESEARCHERS DAVID H. FINE and E. Ulku Goff said

WASHINGTON (AP) — Tiny traces of cancer-causing agents
have been found by researchers in six brands of Scotch whisky, the

National Science Foundationsays.

The agents, called nitrosamines, apparently form while barley
malt is drying, the researchers said.

AN INDUSTRY GROUP RESPONDED TO the report Tuesday

they found no volatile nitrosamines

“in any of the 46 domestic and

imported wines, sherries, liqueurs, brandies, gins, vodkas, rums
and other whiskeys that were analyzed."

The seven scotches tested showed nitrosamines at levels rang-
ing from zero to two parts per billion, the NSF said.

The trade council said those levels ''are at least 20 times less

Holdup Suspect
Escapes Custody

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) - Like
a modern Houdini, a man
held in two bank holdups
vamshed from a guarded, win:
dowless. hospilal bathroom,
leaving his leg irons, shoes and
orange jumpsuit behind,
authorities said.

The escape Tuesday of
Raymond Headspeth, 31, was
the second time in three weeks
that a criminal suspect had
escaped the custody of San
Francisco Sheriff Eugene
Brown.

The sheriflf suggested an ac
complice must have been in-
volved., possibly slipping
Headspeth the keys to his leg
1irons.

The sheriff said Headspeth
complained of trouble urinating
and was to undergo medical
tests He was in the restroom
securing a urine sample, Brown
added.

Deputy Peter Bennett, who
stood 20 feet from the bathroom
door must have been momen-
tarily and deliberately distract-
ed, Brown speculated. After
waiting for a time, said Brown,

the deputy knocked on the
bathroom door and found only
Headspeth's belongings inside

“*It's one of the worst
tragedies you can have on &
job," said Bennett said.

On July 12, Maurice Keenan,
charged with the murder of art
dealer Robert Open, walked out
of an unlocked holding cell dur-
ing a court recess, through a
municipal courtroom, past dis
tracted deputies and to the
sireet

Keenan, 28, was recaptured
July 31 in Miami and was ex
tradicted back to San Francisco
He is awaiting arraignment on
additional charges.

Headspeth had been taken
Tuesday to San Francisco
General Hospital from the coun-
ty jail, where he was held in the
back-to-back holdups of two
bank branches that netted
$1,600.

Headspeth was described by
police as the driver of the
getaway car which rammed a
police vehicle as it sped from the
robberies.

Terrorist Linked
To Newport Case

Milidos Dergarabedian, the
Palestinian terrorist picked up
in Fountain Valley last weekend
and ordered deported Monday,
was under investigation by
Newport Beach police in connec
tion with a possible extortion
case at the time of his arrest by
federal authorities, Il was re-
vealed today.

Newport Beach police Detec-
tive Sam Amburgey said the
case involved a wealthy
Newport resident who he
declined to name

Amburgey said he wasn't con-
vinced there was a crime in-
volved.

He said the local man felt
Dergarabedian was threatening
him and, knowing Dergarabe-
dian's past involvement with a
Palestine terrorist group, sought
protection.

It was the hiring of security
guards that may have led to

Dergarabedian s arrest, Am
burgey said.

Dergarabedian was taken into
custody early Saturday in Foun-
tain Valley at the home of rel-
atives he had been visiting

Agents of the federal Immi-
gration and Naturalization
Service said they were led to the
home near Mile Square Park hy
a tp from an unidentified infor-
mant

Monday, Dergarabedian was
ordered deported by a Los
Angeles federal District Court
judge

At his hearing. he
acknowledged that he was the
man who flung a hand grenade
into a crowded El Al Airlines of-
fice in downtown Athens on Nov
27, 1969. One child died and 13
people were injured.

Dergarabedian apparently
served less than a year in Greek
prison for the attack. He was
freed. along with six other ter-

The seven scotches tested showed nitrosamines at levels rang-
ing from zero to two parts per billion, the NSF said.

The trade council said those levels '‘are at least 20 times less
than the minimum at which the U.S. Department of Agriculture

has begun a monitoring program."

Pines said the scotches found to contain nitrosamines are
Chivas Regal, Black and White, J&B, Ballantine, Sandy Scot and Cut-
ty Sark. No nitrosamines were found in White Label. Those were the

only brands tested.

THE RESEARCHERS CHARACTERIZED THE amount of
nitrosamines in the scolch as low compared with amounts ad-

“"We believe that the overlap-
ping of areas served by Times
Mirror Co.'s present and pro-
speclive interests in Conneclieut
1S a real threat to the public in-
terest,'” Journal Inquirer
Publisher Elizabeth Elhs said
