Officials call cat lover’s
home a health emergency

Estimated price tag'
to clean up house

While authorities in Irvine wonder
how an Indiana woman is going to
pay a huge bill for the city’s care of her
140 cats, dogs and rabbits, officials in
the woman's hometown say it may
cost them about $4,000 to clean up
the pet lover's refuse-filled home.
~ Nancy Lane Ellis’s ranch home in
Granger has been declared a health
emergency by St Joseph County
officials, who said the seven-room
residence was filled with several
years’ accumulation of cat litter,
garbage, animal excrement and sev-
eral hundred bottles filled with urine,

Several rooms in the house were
piled with garbage that reached from
the floor to the ceiling, said Dr.
George Plain, a St. Joseph County
health officer. He said it would take
several days to clear out the house.

Ellis left Indiana early last month in
a motorhome and trailer packed with
I 16 cats, 16 dogs and an assortment of
rabbits, guinea pigs and birds. She
was stopped in Irvine when a
passerby reported a strong steénch
coming from the woman's coach.

The 37-year-old woman was cited
for neglecting her pets, which were
placed in an animal hospital and a
city kennel for safekeeping. The dail
1ab of caring for the pets is about $6

Huntington Beach City (elemen-
tary) School District trustees have
approved a $16.3 million budget for
.the new school year, down about
$137,000 from spending in the
1983-84 school year;

But even with the reduced spend-
ing, trustees will have 10 use about
$800,000 in district reserves to make
ends meet, according to Super-
intendent Lawrence Kemper,

And as trustees approved the new
budget this week, they also agreed 10
form a citizens committee to study
the closure of two schools before the
start of classes in 1985,

Closure of a middle school would
save about $250,000 a year, Kemper
said, while the shutdown of an
elementary school would save about
$137,000.

The district closed three schools in
recent years, but enroliment con-
tinues to decline. The district
numbered about 8,311 pupils in its
peak school year in 1967-68, but that
number will have dropped 10 about
5,207 when classes resume Monday,
officialssaid. The decline is expected
to level offin 1988 at an enrollment of
approximately 4,791,

mper said the district schools

The Jarvis initiative would tie any
fee increases to the Consumer Price
Index, whith, “appears logical on the
surface,” Frank said, .. (but) I
anticipate serious problems."

One problem cited would be the
cost of paying off a state sewer loan
that comes due next year. [fthe Jarvis
measure passes, loan E:ymems could
not be added to the sewer fees,
resulting in decreased maintenance
and elimination of a. program to
replace deteriorated sewer lines.

Frank also said the Jarvis initiative
would jeo':ardize the city's eligibility
for federal and state transit funds by
limiting the city's ability to raise bus
fares, )

st year, Kashkari, an associate
professor of electrical engineering at
the l)nwcrs_nr of Akron, asked Dean

Louis A. Hill Jr. of the university's
College of Engineering to helpcreatea
scientific society aimed at eradicating
global poverty.

“He came 1o talk to me and hiseyes
were sparkling,” Hill said. “He said
he had a lifetime dream — to do
something for thgse 2 bilion people
who live in poverty, who really need
help. He talked about forming an
organization, because there were
scientists all over the world who were
interested, but that nobody had ever
gotten them together. What appealed
to me was that sparkle in his eyes.”

The Global Energy Society for
Eradication of Poverty and Hunger
was incorporated in Ohio in March
and will be based at Akron Univer-
suﬁat least through 1987.

The non-profit, international so-
ciety alreui includes about 100
engineers and scientists as members,
including three Nobel laureates —
Norman E. Borlaug, recipient of the
Nobel Peace Prize in 1970 for his
work in agriculture; Linus Pauling,
who received Nobel Prizes for
chemistry (1954) and peace (1962),
and Abdus Salam, recipient of the
Nobel Prize fouhysics in 1979.
Borlaug introduced some of his new
varieties of wheat in Kashkan's
native India, in Pakistan and other
countries in the mid-1960s.

The" society’s first—international
advisory board meeting is to be held
at Akron this fall. ‘

“Unfortunately, some people have
come to the conclusion that it is
impossible to take poverty and
hunger as problems that can be
solved,” Kashkari says. “In my
conversations with many engineers
and scientists, | was told 1t 1s a
problem that cannot be solved for
perhapscenturies.

“But in my work, | realized that the
U.S. and other countries are spending
billions of dollars in aid 1o these
countries. But if we truly want
poverty and hunger to be eliminated,
the answer is to provide them with
clean water and fuel for cooking.

EIR can halt JWA expansion

People who are concerned about
the proposed expansion of John
Wayne Airport now have something
concrete that they can do about this
problem. Since Orange County of-
ficials have extended the deadline for
public comments on this expansion
o September 11, 1984, people can
write a letter 1o 1the
EMA/Environmental Analysis
Division, 12 Civic Center Plaza,
Room 280, P.O. Box 4048, Santa
Ana, CA 92702-4048.

Your letter must reach them by then.

So far, the EIR (Environmental
Impact Report) has been the only
vehigle that has been successfully
used to challenge the expansion of
John Wayne Airport. And so 1t should
be. The impacts of this expansion

* have many undesirable effects on the

people who live beneath or near the
flight paths of the jets which fly into
and out of John Wayne Airport
These impacts are supposed 10 be
addressed by the EIR. However, 1
appears that the present EIR only
analyzes the impacts on those people

who live inside the 65 CNEL (Com-

munity Noise Equivalent Level). It
appears that the physical and emo-
tional effects on people who live
outside this noise leved, but who are
still subjected to considerable noise
from the airport, are not adequately
ggldressed by the EIR. Thus, many
people who live in Newport Beach,
Tustin, Costa Mesa, and Irvine are
apparently being ignored in the EIR.
These people can help in preventing
the expansion of the airport.

What are the undesirable effects
that accompany increasing noise
levels in a community? There have
been several health effects,
documented by studies at LAX. High
blood pressure, heart attacks, strokes,
and suicides have been linked 10
airport noise. In addition, mental
irritability and sleep disturbances can
be attributed to increasing noise
levels. People may have bad dreams
or anxiety, or they may be upset
because they can't hold a decent
conversation in their patios because
of airport noise. People may have
fears for their personal safety. as
increasing flights mean increasing
rnsk that accidents or airplane
malfunctions will occur over their
property. These concerns, and any
others that people may have, should
be expressed in a letter to the EMA

Who’sregulating the DDT?

I'wo decades afier the publication
of Silent Spring, and twelve years
after agnicultural uses of DDT were
halted. that notorious chemical 1s still
with us — in our bodies and in our
food. Studies in recent years have
showed cantamination of humans,
wildlife, and the environment to be
increasing dramatically in some re-
gions of the United States, as DDT —
with the tacit approval of the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency —
continues to be used on such crops as
citrus fruits and cotton.

Most people think of DDT as an
environmentalists’ success story, ‘a
chemical banned after it was dis-
covered 10 be wiping out bird popu-
lations and causing chronic illness in
other living things. That assumption
1s as dangerous as i1 is false, The
current resurgence of DDT raises
disturbing questions about the way
pesticides are regulated in the United
States.

Two national studies in the past
year have found detectable amounts
of DDT (or its breakdown product,
DDE) in every human sample tested.
DDT and DDE are still the most
commonly found pesticides in stud-
ies of food from supermarket shelves.
In a study of the wildlife of the Arroyo
Colorado . watershed of western
Texas, U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service
researchers discovered DDT con-
tamination of some species 1o be 40
times higher than would have been
expected if DDT use had stopped in
1972 and the chemical had gradually
disappeared from the environment.
The study led 1o warnings against
consumption of fish from the arca
And some of the birds whose popu-
latton comebacks have been al-

tributed to the DDT ban are once
againin danger; Utah’s wild peregrine
falcons, for example, are not repro-
ducing rapidly enough to sustain their
population, and wildlife officials
attribute the problems to DDT.

Where is it all coming from? Some
of it is probably being used illegally,
having been stockpiled before the ban
went into effect, or smuggled in from
Mexico and other countries where its
production and use remain legal,
Some migratory birds pick up DDT
south of the border, since DDT use in
Central and South America is still
widespread. Some foods imported
from these regions may also be a
dictary source of DDT for U.S.
citizens, since FDA spot checks of
food imports are few and far between.

But some of the contamination is
U.S.-generated and entirely legal. The
pesticide dicofol (trade name:
Kelthane). which has been registered
for agricultural-use in the United
States for three decades, has been
found 1o contain as much as 14
percent DDT. (Many DDT products
in use when the ban was issued
contained 5 percent or less DDT.)
Dicofol is widely used on citrus fruits,
cotton, flowers, vegetables, and
household plants, and over the years
it may simply have been substituted
wholesale for the banned DDT prod-
ucts

No one 1s sure exactly when the
LS. Environmental  Protection
Agency discovered dicofol’'s DDT
content. Butin 1982, with that data in
hand. the agency decided to continue
the registration of dicofol products
while requiring “special field studies™
to fill in “data gaps™ regarding the
products’ effects on birds.

Such a decision was legal because
the EPA chose to regard the DDT in

dicofol as an “unintentional™ con-
taminant contained in the products.
The Federal Insecticide, Fungicide
and Rodenticide Act sets out an
claborate system of regulations for
“active” ingredients in pesticides.
But, by dint of a bizarre omission in
the law as presently written, EPA
need not, if it decides that a hazardous
ingredient is there by accident, make
so much as a peep about it, And
although EPA does have authority to
require labeling that discloses DDT
content in dicofol products, in this
case 1t has said only that it may
consider such a move later.

EPA finally responded to public
outcry in May, initiating proceedings
that may take dicofol o?fthc markel.
But it could be years before a decision
is reached. And the dicofol story
raises disturbing questions about how
many other products may be passing
muster at EPA despite being “un-
identionally eontamnated™ by DDT
and other dangérous chemicals.

The irony of EPA’s decision to
continue 1o permit DDT should not
be lost. William Ruckelshaus was the
agency's first administrator, and in
that capacity was the ijudgc who
ordered the cessation of all but public-
health uses of DDT in 1972, His
second tenure already has been
marked by several pesticide con-
troversies. He has told Congress that
he thinks the federal pesticide law
does not need substantial revisions,
that problems can be handled admin-
istratively.

If EPA’s handling of the DDT
problem is an indicator of the kind of
environmental prolection, we can
cxrcd from this agency, then EPA
still has a long way to go before it
deserves the public trust it once

by armed soldiers
for whistleblowing

WASHINGTON — They play
rough south ofthe border. Two
executivesofaU.S. company that
does business in Mexico nearly paid
with their lives for rashly trying to
buck the system of official corruption
and cover-up that pervades com-
mercial dealings with Mexican gov-
ernment agencies.

Here isthe executives’ hair-raising
story, told to my associate Dale Van
Alla: :

I won'tidentify thecompany,
because itis still doing business in
Mexico. Itisa reputable supplier of
agricultural products and services.

The company bid successfullyona
1981 contract with Andsa, the Mex-
ican government’s food storage mon-
opoly, and on another contract in
1982 with Conasupo, the government
food distribution company.

But the American firm was euchred
outofa$1.4 million contract with
Andsa for 600 heavy-duty tarpaulins
to protect stored grain from the
elements. An official of the Mexican
Coffee Institute underbid the U S, .
companyby$75and wasawarded the

As it was later pieced together, an
Andsa employee in New York had
called the Coffee Institute official and
tipped him ofT to the tarp deal. This
was afier she had unsuccessfully
proposed a secret partnership with
one ofthe U S, executives, with the
intent of cutting the other out.

With the collusion of the two U.S.
manufacturers that would actually be
making the tarpaulins, the Mexican
official was able to come in with a bid
$75 cheaper — by offering inferior
tarps without the five-year warranty
the U.S. company provided.

The Mexican official made at least
$583,000in commission. The _
tarpaulins, meanwhile, didn’t lasta
yearin the Mexican heat.

The U.S. firm's executives decided
to fight. Inlate 1981, they appealed to
Carlos Peredo Merlo, an assistant to
Ennque Diaz Ballesteros, the head of
Conasupo. Ballesteros promised an
investigation, but did nothing.

The Amencan businessmen went
to the 1S, Embassy in Mexico City,
where a commercial officer told them
there waslittle she could do.

*These people within the Con-
asupo system are well-known for
corruption,” they remember her say-

ing.

Encouraged by this disclosure —
and by President Miguel de la
Madrid's much-ballyhooed anti«cor-
ruption campaign — the two ex-
ecutives reported the tarpaulin affair
to the Mexican attorney general, and
advised the Mexicans how to recoup
the $ 1.4 million lost on the defective
tarps.

But by s time Ballesteros had
become one of de la Madrid's key

rsonal assistants. His sidekick,

redo Merlo, was now Andsa's legal
counsel, and he advised against
proceeding in the case,

Sports pages don't carry much baseball fashion news,
Sportswriters tend 1o concentrate on stuff like split-
fisgered fastballs. Overlooked are player worries about
ther uniforms are tight enough in the rear or whether

one or two batting gloves should be worn.. But while . craators of one of

swriters may not ‘acknowledge it or give it much
cav the baseball uniform 1s indeed very significant.
; Axcr all, an article in this month’s Connoisseur, a
Hearst magazine, pointsout, baseball is the only game that
names its teams after uniform parts: the Chicago White
Sdx. the Boston Reéd Sox, and the Cincinnati Reds,
omginally *Red Stockings.” Says the article:
“Toexpect mere function from the official uniform of

a game that has thrived for 140 years on legend, style,
eccentricity, and pure show biz is to be ignorant of both the
history and the persistent allure of the national pastime,”
If fashion was accorded its proper role in baseball
reportage, it would be common knowledge that Babe Ruth
went wild one spring day when he discovered the Yankees
had not given him the size 42 pants he had ordered; trouble
was that the “Big Bambino™ actually wore a size 48, The
team tailor secretly sewed a "size 42" tag in the
trousers and The Babe made his fashion statement, albeit

Mickey Mantle and Frank Robinson, iwo more recent
Hall of Famers, might go down in fashion history as
game’'s most enduring stylistic
innovations: the uniform stocking with stirrups so high
that it remains a mystery why players bother putting them
on.

To battle the cold winds in .San - Francisco's
Candlestick Park, Hall of Famer Willie Mays did what any
man of style would do: put on a turtleneck under his Giants
;cr!&ct. Thus a fashion trend was born,

n 1963 Charles O. Finley, owner of the Kansas City

Athletics (soon 10 become the Oakland A's), created a
sensation by outfitting his team in Kelly n and
“;voddmmwn white" uniforms, bottomed off with white
shoes,

His critics’ were many. But they had forgotten that
during the 1882 exhibition season, players at each position
wore a different colored uniform: catchers wore scarlet;
pitchers, light blue; first basemen, scarlet and white;
hucond basemen, orange and blue; and so on, around the

orn.

The most recent major innovation in the baseball
uniform was the change from wool to the polyester “warp
knit” igtroduced in 1972 by Wilson Sporting Goods Co.,
which sought a tapered, jeans look. :

The most novel addition to the uniform is probably
the batting glove. When it first appeared and who
perpetrated it is disputed, though he probably had been
playing golf that morning. “Players love the gloves so
much thai some now wear two of them when running the
bases," says Connoisseur. “Apparently, fingers used to
endorsing million-dollar-a-year salary checks must not get
dirt under the nails.”

Drug use

haunting

country music field

NASHYILLE, Tenn. (AP) — Drug
usé among country music stars is
becoming so widespread that i is
causing business problems for
producers, a record company ex-
ecutive sars.

Rick Blackburn, who supervises
the contracts of 28 country music
artists for Columbia Records, calls
the increased usé¢ of drugs “a night-
mare.”

“Drugs have become a real prob-
lem in the country music industry,”
Blackburn told the Tennessean in a
copyright story in which industry
insiders detailed the extent of the
phenomenon.

*“Apart from torturing the individ-
ual lives of the arusts, it has come 10
the point where dealing with the drug

. problem is a serious business de-
cision,” Blackburn said.

He said “upwards of $100,000" is
often spent on a single recording
session and when the session sours
“because the artist is strung out on
drugs, you have to ask. ‘What ... is
going on here?™

Psychiatrist Joe Pursch has treated
several country music singers for drug
abuse.

*“The pressures and problems that

are part of country musiC SUCCeSs
make the stars particularly vulnerable
to drug and alcohol abuse,” said
Pursch, corporate medical director of
200 Care Unit Centers that treat
chemical dependency nationwide
“The entertainers are ofien emo-
uonally unprepared for the failures,
insults, jealousies, rejections and

insecurities that are part of country

music careers,” he said.

Johnny Cash checked himself into
the Betty Ford Center for Chemical
Dependence at  Rancho Mirage,
Calif,, in January after spending more
than two months trying to ilfk a
morphine addiction he had de-
veloped while undergoing treatment
and surgery for ulcers.

Pan of the problem, some country
stars say, is the example set by
legendary hard-drinking, fast-living
singers such as Hank Williams, who
died on Jan. 1, 1953,

A lot of artjsts come here thinking
they have to relive Hank's life in
order 1o reach the higher echelons of
the business,” performer Chet Atkins
said. “They think drinking and drugs
will get them into the mainstream of
country music. They are so wrong. It
only leads to trouble.”

Landlord liable

for poor lighting

By SIMON SYKES

A tenant is your apariment
complex is beaten up and robbed
by a person who is not a tenant.

The attack occurs in a poorly

= lighted section of the complex.

The attacker escapes, leaving
the tenant with serious injuries.

Can you, as the owner, be held
responsible for failing to protect
the tenant against criminal acts
of non-tenants?

Yes! The circumstances of the
incident placed a duty on the
landlord to protect the tenant.

A rapidly growing area of law
balances the soclal interests of
tenants against the ability of
landlords to take precautions fo.
avoid harm. .

The law is creating an obli-
gation on landlords to protect
tenants from wrongful acts by
third persons. .

For a tenant to prove a land-
lord liable for an attack, several
conditions must be fulfilled. For
example, If a landlord knows of
criminal activity in the vicinity of

his apartment complex, heisin a
better position than the tenant to
maintain and secure the common
areas from this criminal activity.
He has a duty to make the rented
premises safe for occupancy.

Even if an attack is the first
such incident on the premises, a
landlord could be held liable If he
had reason to anticipate it.

Courts will con such fac-
tors as whether there were
broken locks, Inadequate light-
Ing or lack &f devices.
Was the landlord asked to repair
the deficiencies?

In one case, a child died from a
bullet fired by a tenant in the
same complex. The landlord
knew the tenant occasionally
fired guns, and could have
threatened him with eviction If he
did not cease.

The parents successfully sued
the landlord. .
