How often do you encounter a fashion­
able. award-winning festaurant in a shopping 
ma ll? 

··At the time we opened. we were told that 
there were very few others. if any, in the whole 
United States:·· says Jackie Bouscary of the 
Riviera restaurant. South Coast Plaza. 

Jackie. along with her ~usba~d Rene 
Bouscary. and partner Andre Porro. p1ol')cered 

· the concept in· 1967. just as the shopping 
complex was getting underway. 

"Eighteen years ago. Orange County· was 
starting to grow in this area." she continues. 
"and we saw an opportunity to start a 
restaurant like this." .. 

All th ree of them grew up in the restaurant 
business. ··Both of Rene's parents were in the 
business. Andre's father was a famous maitre 
d' in Paris. and my fa ther was the first chef at 
The Arches," savs Jackie. Before joining 
together as partners. ··my husband worked 15 
\Car!> with Chasen's in Los Angeles where he 
~as top captain. and Andre worked at 
L'Escoffier and The Wjndsor in Los Angeles." 

As a reflection1 of the ow.ners' back-

- OU 

grounds, the Riviera ~,s similar in outside 
appearance to a chic Parisian cafe. Once 
inside. however. you find that it is much more 
than a small cafe. In addition tn the main 
dining room. decorated in romantic Old 
w orld style, there are iwo-b:rrrquet room"S 
where up to 70 people can be accommodated. 

Members of the business community are 
a large pan of the Riviera's regular clientele ~ 
dining there at least once a week and 
sometimes every day. "Some of our regular 
patrons even request a parti.cular table and 
waiter every time.'' says Jackie. "Most of our 
waiters have been with us for at least 13 years. 
and our manager. Perry Jehangri . has been 
wi th us 17 1 /2 years." 

Chef Richard Bergner. with the Riviera 
since 1970. specializes in ~ontinental cuisine, 
includin~ long-standing favorites such as 
Scampi 10 Garlic Butter. Veal Cordon Bleu. 
D~kjinga !'Orange with Cointreau, and Steak 
Tarllfc. 

Dishes requiring tableside preparation. 
such as flarnbe. are a continuing pan of the 
restaurant's repertoire. sa,ys Jackie. because 
the owners betteve such service is worth 
preserving. . 

She also points with pride to their newly 
reorganized wine list which features 119 wines 
from California, France, Gerrnany, and Italy. 

Reflecting back over the 18 years, Jackie 
says, " It was a stru~Je in the beginning, but 
the Segerstrom family gave us a chance, and_. 
the location has been very, very good."

freshness .. M} salad wa~ a 
pretty and appetizing melange 
of tomato. ripe olives. ca rrots. 
zucchini . mushrooms and 
greens with a light Italian 
dressing. 

From a list of seafood. which 
tempted with four different 
scampi dishes. baby salmon 
and filet of sea bass. my 
husband selected the sautecd 
filet of sole with lemon butter 

sauce. It was fresh . moist and 
tender and perfect!} seasoned 
with the lemon and capers. 

Of the veal entrees -
Parm1g1ana . al limone . 
marsala . Romana - I chose 
the scalop1nc Pavarotti : 
sautecd veal cutlets with white 
wihl' and c1eam sauce. The 
quality of the veal was superb: 
fork tender and of delectable 
na vor. The menu hadn't men­
tioned . however. that the sauce 
'' hcavtl} seasoned with Dijon 
mu tard. Much as I love 
D1joo. I lo\e del1cate vea l even 
more. and wished the chef had 
cut the mustard by half. Entree 
port1on'i. by the way. are i:norc I 
than generous. -

For dessert. our waiter an ­
nounced apples Oambe or 
zabaglione, a freshly-prepared 
custard of egg yolks, sugar and 
Marsala wi ne.
