MIAMI - When it comes to doing it 
yourself, there's nothing like moving day. 

Of the 16.5 million American house­
holds that will relocate this year. 82 
percent will be self-movers. according to 
figures released by Ryder Truck Rental. 

Nearly one out o f every three self­
movers will use rental trucks, and by doing 
so will save 50 percent of the cost charged 
by professional household movers The 
majority o f other self-movers will use their 
own or borrowed vehicles 

One-third of all trucks rented this year 
will be rented by women and women will 
be a factor in selecting a truck rental 
company half the time 

Ryder s research reveals that the 
typical truck renter 1s a person between 24 
and 44 who has a college degree, holds a 
manager ial or professional job. and has a 
family income of approximately $35.000 
The person 1s also twice as likely to rent an 
apartment as to own one and will 
transport 1ust under five rooms of 
furniture 

Two o ther key findings of rhe Ryder 
study revealed that an increased number 
o f households with incomes above 
$35.000 have been renting trucks for I heir 
moves and that durrng the past two years . 
a majority of households moving long-

distance have shifted from the traditional 
use of professional household movets to 
the use of rental trucks. 

Today, Ryder said, 37 percent of 
households moving long-distance use 
truck rental companies compared with 30 
percent that use commercial vans. 

The figures from Ryder show that the 
average long-distance move covers 930 
miles and transports 6,500 pounds of 
household goods at an ave.-age cost of 
$804 using a rental truck opposed to 
$1 , 766 with a commercial mover. 

· The study also found that the majority 
of households renting t rucks for their 
relocations will use them for " local" 
moves o f 30 miles or less In or near their 
home communities. For these 2 4 million 
househalds, the study showed, costs 
average about $65, depending on the size 
o f the truck used. the time of year . and the I 
distance moved Professional movers 
generally chaLge about twice as much for:. 
moves of this nature, ttle company said. 

Twenty-two percent of households 
moving locally use truck rental companies 
compared with 15 percent that use 
commerclal movers.
