*Large wildhfe corndors ought to
be established so deer can pass under
the roads and freeways rather than
cross them.” said Bowler. whose UCH
program organizes field tnps and
projects 1o restore damaged habiats

“Environmental groups should be
requesting these things because the
ones who make decisions are not
always sensiive 1o them.” Bowler
said. “These amimals do move, and
we should make provisions for that
movement within  our develop-
ments.”

Bill Boyd. a land-use counsel for
the Irvine Co., argues that while the
San Joaquin Hills tollway will surely
affect the movement patterns of deer
and other wildlife, they will not be
threatened by the roadway's motor-
151s

As an interstale, the freeway will
have landscaping and barriers that
will keep deer from crossing. he said
In addiuon, there are provisions

possibly  for underpasses where
wildlife can move across
Boyd also points out that

thousands of acres of open space will
be dedicated along both sides of much
of the freeway and in the Laguna
Greenbelt 10 act as a natural habitat
for deer and other wildhife.

*The size of the open space 1s much
larger than those of any other areas
with the development Orange Coun-
ty has,” he said. “The Irvine Co. also
i1s working on developing npanan
cornidors from the ndgelines down to
the Laguna lakes 1o allow for their
movement.”

Boyd said Irvine Co. cattle oper-
ations along the Irvine Coast current-
ly feature water supplies on the
ndgelines.

“They're already there, and water
troughs don't distinguish between
cattle and deer,” he said. “If the
movement now is because of the
drought, the troughs they're planning
should help out.”

Irvine Co. officials are working
with Laguna Beach representatives to
better coordinate placement of the
planned water troughs in Laguna
Canvyon.

Ehsabeth Brown behieves that such
a program could be a positive step
toward preserving the deer popu-
lation,

“Right now, we don’t even have an
accurate population count.” she said
“It’s a Catch-22. The only place deer
are are where people aren’t It's hard
1o count them.™

But by establishing specific water-
ing areas, Brown hopes wildhfe
experts might be attracted 10 the
lLLaguna area 1o conduct in-depth
studies of deer and their habits

“We're atacrnitical ime nght now,”
she said. “Ulumately, we will have
enough open space and greenbelt for
the deer. But in the meantime, there's
so much E{admg and development
going on. We want to make sure the
deer are sull around until the habitat
changes.”

“We finally got on the agenda,” he
said. "*At the formal heanng we had
invitied all the planming com-
missioners over to view it. One
person came and hked 1t ... That was
probably in June.

“Each of the members thought 1t

was 1n good taste, but the feeling of
the city. in general, 1s they don’t want
killer cows or squealing pigs on top of
buildings.”

The Planmng Commission re-
jected the sign, wormed it could set a
precedent aﬁowmg other businesses
10 hang their merchandise on the
outsides of their buildings as signs
The company appealed the decision
to the City Council.

“We invited all City Council mem-
bers 1o come down,” he said.

But the council balked at approving
the sign and sent the matter back 10
the Planning Commussion along with
a request that the commission exam-

ine the possibility ot adopting new
regulations for freeway signs. The
commission appointed two com-
missioners to look into the issue.

Carlson said he feels he's being
taken for a nde.

“We are back to square one. It's
been more than frustrating,” he said.
“We have gone out of our way 1o
represent Egunmin Valley inter-
nationally.

Petnkin said that while the sign 1s
the allowable size, 1t sull failed 10
meel the specifications of the sign
ordinance.

The city's ordinance requires that
signs be an integral part of abuilding’s
design. The ordinance also hmits sign
content to identifying a business
name, names of owners and a
descniption of business activities.

The calch 1s that the ordinance
does not allow signs 1o advertise
products or specific services unless
they are a part of the business name or

unless “the commssion makes a
finding of excepuonal circum-
stances.”

The commussion has yet to find
“exceptional circumstances.”
Petrnikin 1s concerned the himousine
sign might set arpreccdcm for similar
signs along the freeway.

**Half a limo as a sign with inside
and outside lights can’t give a descrnip-
tion of what you do. just what you
are,” Petnkin said.

“If | approve that on a building
what guarantee will | have Krause
furniture won't place a giant-size
couch on its building.

Carlson, however, said that “there
15 no such thing as cily sign ordinance
that specifies what you can do — only
the square footage of the area must be
1.5 percent of the length off the front
of building.

Two motonsts were killed early
Saturday morning when they were
thrown from separate vehicles afier a
high-speed collision in Irvine, police
said.

According 1o witnesses, a 1988

Dean Watt, 23, a Marine at the MCAS
Tustin, was traveling west on Barran-
ca in excess of 80 mph. Watt’s vehicle
failed to stop at a red light at the
intersection of Barranca and Red Hill
and broadsided a 1975 Buick LeSabre
dnven northbound on Red Hill by
Eric Ross Bosley, 19, of Yorba Linda.

The impact spun both cars across
the intersection, Cade said. When the
vehicles jumped the curb, both dnv-

Gay bashing a growing epidemic in nation

It happened in a violent flash. as
James and a fnend were walking up
steep, dark stairs toward a gay bar in
Laguna Beach after a midmght walk
along the beach

Two young men with close-
cropped hair suddenly attacked them
from behind. Yelling, "You're goin
to die, faggol.” they hludgmncs
James with a blunt object that struck
his head with the force of a lead pipe

The attack lasted only seconds.
When police armved. James — who
asked that his last name not be used
— was dazed and bloodied. Several of
his teeth were knocked out. His left
eye was so badly damaged that
doctors had to remove 1t. His fniend
only suffered minor injunes.

“Emotionally, I think 1t would be a
lot easier to accept if they were just
trying to rob me,” said James. 45,
sitting in his Irvine apartment recent-
ly, a black eye patch covering his left
eye. “This s different. This 1s against
me as a person. It's something | live
with every minute, every second.”

The attack was the third last
summer on gays in Laguna Beach. It
startled community leaders and
prompted a meeting between ity
officials and the police department.

But gay activists, police and crime
victim counselors say Laguna Beach
is not alone.

From San Francisco to New York,
reports of crimes targeted at gays have
increased dramatically in the last four
years, up 300 percent by one estimate,
in what gay leaders see as a violent
reaction 1o the AIDS cnsis.

Commonly called “gay bashing,”
the reports range from late-night
beatings and slurs yelled at gays on

dened and frusirated the gay com-
munity, still fighting forits life against
the AIDS virus

_ Police and gay leaders have joined
forces 1n some cilies o stop the
problem. But activists say the attacks
will continue as long as the AIDS
epidemic breeds hostility rather than
compassion

“I'm not sure that people hate us
any more than they ever did, but it’s
certainly easier now to express that
hate.” said gay acuvist John Fall, a
spokesman for the group ACT UPLA.

An audit by the National Gay and
Lesbian Task Force in Washington
shows reports of gay cnmes and
harassment have more than tripled in
three years, from 2,042 cases in 1985
to 7,008 cases last year.

Centers that counsel gay-bashing
vicums in Los Angeles, San Francisco
and New York also report record
numbers of cases. Police in New York
report fewer overall attacks than gay
activists, but also show the attacks
about tnipling in recent years.

Coffield's strangled body was found
dumped in the Green River south of
Seattle in 1982, This year, the
scattered remains of Penn Suzette
Farmer were found in rural San Diego

County. _

Some 1,700 miles and six {vcan
separates the slayings, but task forces
in Washington and California are
trying to determine whether an
elusive murderer's path can be traced
between them — a path marked by up
to 56 other deaths and disap-
pearances.

Coffield, 16, was the first vicim

linked to the so-called Green River
serial killer, who 1s officially blamed

for the murders of 40 women in
Washington and Oregon.

On Sept. 27, a San Diego County
Sheriff's Depariment spokesperson
said the department had identified
Farmer, 22, and thal her death was
being investigated by a 10-member
task force formed to investigate the
killings and any possible link to the
Green River case.

Police blame the disa rances of
eight others in Washington and
Oregon on the same killer, who
preyed mostly on prostitutes and
transients until the slayings appeared
to end in March 1984. _ _

The San Diego task force is looki
into the deaths of women, dating

10 June 1985, whose bodies were
dumped throughout the county and
whose murders seem to fit the pattern
of the Green River killings.

Lt. Bill Baxter, head of the San
Diego Sht_:r:ff’s ~Department
homicide unit, has said up to a dozen
cases may be related.

Plant
managers have been rocked over the past week by disclosure that up to 30
significant mishaps occurred at the facility over the past three decades, and that
many had not been reported to Washington headquarters or disclosed 1o the
public. All three reactors at the plant have been shut down since August when

two streets of homes in the central
district, the Communist Party news-
paper said. Some of the buildings
were just three years old.

At first, authorities planned to tear
down only dilapidated houses,
Komarov wrote in a power plant
newspaper uoted by Pravda.

But **by the time normal life can
return, all the houses will be equally
dilapidated and living in them will be
impossible,” he was quoted as saying.

LA PAZ, Bolivia— The armed forces dismissed a general and four other
officers for allowing cocaine worth $10 million-to be smuggled out of Bolivia,
the military high command said Saturday. The dishonorable discharges came
one day after officials announced the discovery and destruction of a jungle
cocaine laboratory that produced tens of millions of dollars of drugs. Former
Gen. Gustavo Arrazola and the four officers were accused of protecting a i
clandestine airstrip in the Chapare coca leaf producing region. The high
command said nearly four tons of cocaine paste — worth at least $10 million
— were smuggled out of the airstrip. The identities of the other officers were
not immediately available. The military did not say how long the airstrip was
believed to have operated.

Before forcing out the
ace of clubs, declarer should cash
one high spade. That makes all the
difference in the world.
| Now when West forces declarer

his clubs. If West ruffs, declarer
overruffs in dummy, draws trumps
and scores the rest of his clubs and a
high spade for the fulfilling tricks.
- If West does not ruff, declarer dis-
cards all of dummy’s spade on the
clubs, and a spade ruff with the

Hospitals are required
to provide emergency medical care to
anyone, regardless of ability to pay.
But the problem 1s each hospital

defines emergency care differently.”

Mayster also coordinates efforts by
many pnvale agencies to lobby
government officials for better health
care programs.

Eliminating the causes of poverty
was the principal mission of S.OS
when it was set up 18 years ago by

Toastmasters’ Speak E-Z's club in
Huntington Beach, says members
join for various reasons. Some join

ause their jobs require leadership
skills. Others because they want lo
have a challenge in their lives, others
because they want clearer com-
munication in their relatonships.
But the major reason for joining
Toastmasters, Franks says, is the fear.

When Chrnistine Mcllwain  was
going for her teaching credential in
college, she necded to complete one
speech class. Three times she signed
up for the class. Three times she
dro . The fear was too much for
her. That was more than 15 years ago.

Today, Mcllwain, a licensed mar-
riage, family and child counselor in
Long Beach, is one of the more

lished and refined speakers in the
gopelk E-Z’s club. Although much of
her earlier fear has dissipated,
Mcllwain says she still feels a certain
amount of nervousness before a
speech. But it's no where near the fear
which immobilized her in the past.

Testimonies of fear and tales of
nervousness are aplenty among club
members, Before joining the club,
Franks he couldn’t speak in front of a
crowd of more than 10 people.

The fear 1s common, but from
where does 1t originate? Says
Mcllwain: “It's a learned one. It
probably starts early on in vour
school expenience. not wanting 1o
make a fool of yourself or appear
ignorant in front of peers.”

Rita Blackburn, an onginal mem-
ber of the Speak E-Z group founded in
1982, thinks the fear comes from an
unsteady self-esteem.

And they don’t
know you. so there’s a fear of non-
response and anonymity.”

lackburn also notes people may
fear rubhc speaking because of its
novelty. “Most aren’t confronted
with this challenge. They live in their
little comfort zone. They don't dare
show who they are and what they can
and cannot do, fearing the chance of
facing their weakness.”

According to Toastmaster theory,
the one way of overcoming the stage-
fright fear is actually getting up there
and speaking.

“You have to face the fear,” Franks
savs. “You have to walk through i1t
And mavbe you can only do it in
small pieces, but you take it home
You keep pushing it, until the fear
gradually lessens.’

After the initial ‘“‘icebreaker”
speech — reportedly the toughest —
and with each successive speech, the
Toastmasters’ fears and phobias gen-
tly subside. But not all nervousness is
extinguished. A Franks says this can
be beneficial.

“The nervousness 1s transferred
into the energy of the speech,” he
says. “It's not something that holds
me back, but hypes me up. You
change that nervous energy from
something that holds you, restricts
you into something that assists you
and makes your speech more power-

Texas Air apparently has put
Eastern on the auction block. just a
few months after Chairman Frank
Lorenzo vowed to shareholders that
the ailing unit was not for sale

Sources said last Thursday that
takeover strategist Carl [cahn. TWA's
chairman, was talking with Lorenzo
about acquinng Miami-based East-
ern

That report came a day after New
York developer Donald Trump con-
firmed he was negotiating wath Texas
Air about a possible purchase of
Eastern’s air shuttle operation and
said a contract could be signed by next
week.

Lorenzo “wants to divest himself
of Eastern Aiurlines one way or
another,” said Robert Decker. an
airline analyst for Duff & Phelps Inc
in Chicago

Trump reportedly would pay more
than $300 million cash for the shuttle,
which serves New York, Boston and
Washingion and 1s Eastern’s most
profitable operation. Some analysts
said Trump might use the shutile to
help draw people 1o his hotel and
casino properties 1n Atlanuc City.
N.J.

Airline analysts suggested Icahn
might be willing to acquire all of
Eastern except the shuttle

Icahn and Lorenzo are wily and
tenacious executives whodueled over
control of TWA three years ago. A lot
has changed since then. for both men
and for the deregulated airline busi-
ness.

Lorenzo. whose Texas Air empire
went on lo acquire Eastern for $676
million after his TWA bid failed
apparently has decided that running
an unwieldy and fractious airline

Eastern has been fraught with labor
agitation and staggenng financial
losses before and since Lorenzo took
over.

Why, he asks. should coun-
ty government, or any level of
government for that matter.
use taxpayers’ money to
subsidize for-sale housing for

ple who could not other-
wise afford t? Conceptually,
that's no different than
subsidizing the purchase of a
new Mercedes for someone
who couldn’t otherwise afford
it.

In both cases, government is
doing a little soclal engineer-
ing by subsidizing a lifestyle
that the recipients have not
yet earned. Maybe someday
they will, maybe they won't.
but it should be left up to their
individual determination
whether they do or not.

But how can housli be
made affordable without gov-
ernment intervention?
Another analyst friend says
the only way to do it in a free
market environment is to in-
crease supply. Limited supply
is the primary reason why
county housing prices are in-
creasing at a mind-blowing 30
percent a year.

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Flood of ballot measures

further complicate issues

This November, voters will be
“treated” to no less than 29 ballot
measures, including a maze of com-
plicated and easily confused in-
surance and tort reform initiatives.

If former Governor Hiram John-

- son were alive today, he wouldn’t

recognize the initiative process that
he championed and won for the
voters at the beginning of this
century. _

Instead of ““the people.” 1t 1S now
usually special interests or politicians
who are sponsoring initiatives (o
determine how taxpayers’ money 1§
spent, or to amend the state constitu-
ton.

Laws are supposed to be made by
the Legislature afier serious debate
and amendments, to ensure that they
are needed and crafied so as 1o serve
their intended purpose

The imuative 1s a crucial power
which enables the voters themselves
to enact law whenever the Legislature
fails to respond 1o a pressing public
problem, or fails to act quickly
enough on an issuc the public per-
ceives as important,

The nitiative, however, 1s a bad
way to make the law since 1t seldom
results in laws which are well written
They are not the product of reasoned
debate. Very often, they are difficult
to implement or do more harm than
good when implemented.

It's an outrage that voters have to
face 29 ballot measures this Novem-
ber. And 1t's ludicrous to suppose
most people have the time, interest
and background to weigh each of
them properly.

The Legislature isn’t doing 11s job,
especially on tough 1ssues lhike tort
and insurance reform and transpor-
tation. There 1sn’t, however. a single
Or an easy answer

Leadership and tough decisions do
not come readily from legislators who
have made politics their career (often,
their first and only career).

For most career politicians, the
biggest, most important prionty afier
being elected is 10 be re-elected.
Taking a position on a tough issue in
the Legislature 1s to be avoided like
the plague, since 1t mught create
animosity among some voters, the
hometown media or financial sup-
porters.

However, it's also true that some-
times an issue becomes so critical that
one side or the other throws caution
to the wind and tries to pass a reform
measure.

So it was in the |ast session that we

Republicans tried to get a “no-fault”
auto insurance measure through,

Democrats opposed it because of
the heavy support they receive from
trial lawyers, They also opposed 1t
because 1t was a Republican bill,
which meant they couldn’t claim the
credit and woo the voters who
desperately want reform.

So, they blocked it and now the
voters must decide between four
compeling ballol measures, all called
insurance reform. The Legislature
failed. but not because some of us
didn’t try.

There are also some other very
good reasons why the number of
imtiatives has increased.

Ofien. the Legislature simply can’t
come to terms with an 1ssue because
of basic value differences between the
two parties. These issues, like Prop-
osition 13. a balanced budget ac1 or
rent control end up on the ballot.

Then, t00. some issues, such as
statewide growth control, would
eventually do great public harm and
so neither {l)arl) would pass them
even though the i1ssue might have
enough popular appeal to support an
iminanve, :

Mayor Bradley and Assemblyvman
Tom Hayden had no such reticence in
theirdesire 1o embarrass Deukmejian
in the last gubernatonal race. They
placed a dracomian measure on the
ballot. Proposition 635 after the Legis-
lature refused 10 pass 1t

It was easy to get the signatures and
even easier 10 get an emouionally
driven public to vote for it. even
though nearly every newspaper. tele-
vision and radio station in the state
ran editonals against 1t.

Two vears later, the measure is stll
tied up in courts. It never was about
toxics or clean water. If 11 was

implemented in full today. 1t would
bring all business and industry in the
state 1o its knees.

So. whether or not the number of
initiatives on the ballot 1s a reflection
of the Legislature’s inability to suc-
cessfully do iISfob. is debatable.

While we all may wish we had
elected fewer politicians who avoided
tugh issues for fear of losing their
prestigious jobs, their sometimes
reluctance 10 address some particular
issues with which the public 1s
temporarily infatuated, should be
applauded.

Your front page article of Sept. 22
quotes a recent Orange County
Transportation Commission report
as suggesting that the car pool lanes
on the Costa Mesa Freeway have been
successful in persuading commuters
to car pool.

It is proudly pointed out that “the
majority of car pools started since the
car-pool lane was opened.” Reports
of other studies by the Orange County
Transit District and’ by the RIDE
sharing program in San Francisco
show that this observauon s fully
explained by normal car pool dis-
solutin and formation rates on any
freeway, quite independenmt of car-
pool lane motivation.

Furthermore, unreported findings

in this very same survey show that the
same question asked on the 405, a
non-car-pool lane freeway got essen-
tially the same percent response, thus
disproving any car-pool lane signifi-
cance of the data.

ondly, 1t 1s claimed that *95
reent of the car poolers said the
anes were the reason they chose 1o
use car s on the Costa Mesa
Freeway.
