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Refinancing
your home
a good idea

By SYLVIA PORTER

For an uncountable but unquestionably
increasing number of you, this Is the time to
renegotiate your mortgage. Even those of you with
second mortgages can come out ahead in
refinancing, If you borrowed to buy your home
when interest rates were at their peaks a year or so

For others of you, though, the benefits won't
be so clear. And for some of you, there won't be any
financial incentive to renegotiate.

How can you decide whether this step is right
for you?

First, you must do your
homework thoroughly by
studying the mortgage
agreement, visiting the
institution that holds it and
calculating all costs of retiring
the old and assuming a new

morigage.

l&‘ﬁy then should you even
start to comparison-shop for
other deals.
Porter Banks and savings & loans
are more willing to discuss refinancing than you
might expect. Among the reasons: They don't have
to tie up any new money for you, and they already
know your creditworthiness.

Your next most critical step: Look at the rates
when you obtained your mortgage — and the rates
you could get now.

Let's assume that took out a conventional
30-year mortgage for ,000 at 18 percent. Your
monthly payments are thus $753.54. But suppose
you can get a new mortgage at 13 percent. That
reduces your payments to $553.10. And if you can
find a mortgage at 12 percent (not unreasonable
these days), you will pay $514.31, a monthly slash
of $2398.23.

Assume, too, that you will have to pay three
points (a point bei 1 percent of the sum you
borrow). will add another $1,500 to your costs,
and {ou will have more charges to factor in.

ncluded in these factors: prepayment fees,
new title search, closing fees. Once you have all the
figures in front of you, it's simple to determine how
many months or years before you can start lo
pocket the monthly savings.

If you intend to move soon after that time
elapses, renegotiating your mortgage almost surely
is not for you.

Now suppose that as )frto’:ldmmpm;izon shop for a
new nwrlgnge you can only adjustable-rate
mortgages. You obviously cannot mlp.czlate your
costs with the precision you desire, but you still can

act intelligently on whether or not to ref:mnce.
Your critical decision at this point must be: Do

want to change the kind of mortgage you now
ve? For you, particularly, comparison shopping is

~ essential because you'll find so many kinds of

ARMs available.

You want to find an ARM with a cap on
interest so you will be assured that it won't rise
above a clearly specified percentage for the life of
the . For instance, if you can find an ARM
now at 11 % percent with a 3 percent cap, you know
that your interest will never be more than 14%
percent on your mortgage. s that acceptable to you?
Are you willing to gamble? If you now pay 17
percent, you may decide that it's worth it But be
careful!

Fears, tears still
strong in memories
of those who battled
tragic Anaheim fire

A year ago today, the heart of Orange
County’s most populous city became the
raging vortex of a firestorm that left 1,200
people homeless and caused $50 million in
damage. Two people who played key roles
in fighting the blaze recreate their roles on
that fateful day.

Red Cross worke
there at right time

When the phone rings between
10 pom. and 68 a.m. in Ray
Cardona's house, it's answered
with a terse “where?"' rather
than the usual "hello."”

So when the phone next to
Cardona's bed shrilled at 4:45
a.m. on April 21, 1882, his wife
knew she should be prepared for
anything.

n the three years since
Cardona had become a Red Cross
volunteer, she thought she'd seen
it all.

Seven minutes after the initial call came in, the
wall of fire jumped four-lane Ball Road and started
burning its way through another series of
apartment complexes.

Cox says firemen were in constant danger
standing on apartment roofs. At one point, he
recalls being on a roof with fire g on both
sides of him. His brother — also a fireman — fell
through the roof of another building.

“If all this had been at 2 a.m. someone might
have died. But it was at that time when people
were getting up and we made so much racket
coming in that most residents were aware of what
was going on."

From a roof-top vantage point, Cox remembers
some residents screaming and running in panic.
Others were calm. He says one man even closed his
:Enrtment door behind him before walking from

e burning building. .

“I think most people looked outside, saw what
the hell was going on and realized that there wasn't
going to be any stopping this fire.”

As the blaze got worse, engines throughout
Orange County and as far as Los eles were
rolling into Anaheim.

Winds scary
factor in
Mexico race

With more than 600 boats expected to crowd
the dual starting lines in the New -to-Ensenada
yacht race Saturday, what would happen in this
spring of unpredictable storms if the wind blew up
to gale proportions?

It could result in disaster.

The question is being asked mon.- often this
year in view of the unseasonable spring storms
which have invaded the Southern ifornia coast
from Baja California north.

In the 36-year history of the Newport-to-
Ensenada race, there never have been any
dangerous storms. The first race in 1947 turned out
to be "breezy” and several boats were dismasted,
but “losing a stick” is not unusual in most offshore
races, even under moderate weather conditions.

Most of the yachts in the Ensenada race —
from the smallest to the largest — are equipped to
handle winds up to 35 knots, depending on the
experience of the skippers and crews.

Under normal conditions this time of year, the
winds diminish in late afternoon and leave the
yachts becalmed between San Diego and the
Coronados Islands.

Extreme weather between Newport Beach and
San Diego would probably send a lot of boats
scurrying for refuge at any one of several ports. But
once the boats have the Coronados (three
islands south of San Diego and in Mexican waters)
there is no place to go but Ensenada.

Under what weather conditions could the race
be post or canceled? ;

ere are three conditions,” said President
John Ballew of the Newport Ocean Sailing
Association. 'Enmary one is that the Coast
Guard can order e race postponed or canceled
under extreme, dangerous conditions. If the Coast
Guard ordered the race terminated, we would have
no choice,” said Ballew.

“If I noticed that the bulk of the boats were out
of control due to weather conditions at the start, [
would give serious consideration to either
postponing or canceling the race.”

Ballew is the only NOSA officer who would
have authority to abort the race.

He said that if weather conditions deteriorated
after the start, it would be the responsibility of each
skipper to either continue or abandon the race.
