Instead, it was based on a more 
obscure condition which the com­
mittee had .only briefly reviewed 
during the bulk of the hearings.

Budget impasse holds up 
jobless benefits for 4,600

By late Thursday. Lou Zuniga, 
manager of the state Employment 
Development Department office 
in Garden Grove, said he had 
about 4,600 checks ready for 
d iatribution this week to West 
Orange County residents who are 
out of work. 

But those checks must remain in 
cold storage, he said, because of 
thecontinuin.g impasse in Sacra­
mento over passage of a state 
budget for the fiscaJ year that 
began July l. Until the budget is 
adopted by the Legislature and 
signed by Gov. George Deu­
kmejian, no s tate payments can be 

made. And the chances of that 
deadlock between Democrats and 
Deukmejian soon ending appear 
dim. 

"We've got instructions not to 
mail them (the unemployment 
checks)," Zuniga said. "They're in 
the envelopes and addreaed. As 
soon as we get the word, we'll run 
right out to the post office to mail 
th~m. '' 

Throughout Orange County, 
26,300 people ar"E! eligible for 
unemployment insurance checks, 
according to Alta Yetter, a labor 
analyst with the Employment 
Development Department in 
Santa Ana. 

In addition, about 1.000 county 

residents receiving state disability 
benefits are no longer getting 
their checks. 

State officials said lhe average 
unemployment benefit is $111 , 
and the average disability benefit 
is $136 weekly. 

Still, Garden Grove unemploy­
ment office manager Zuniga re­
ported that most residents eligible 
for benefits are apparently aware 
that the deadlock in Sacramento is 
responsible for the delayed 
checks. 

" We're receiving fewer calls 
about the missed checks than we 
normally would," he said. "We've 
received very few calls or com­

The conservative FuJJerton 
lawmaker said he is in complete 
agreement with U.S .

Carpenters' walkout continues
